Teacher Professional Development:

Each semester our school has a learning focus for our internal professional
development. In Semester 1 we ran a series of sessions on reading
comprehension based on resources that Ms Gilham and Ms Eddy
researched in New York last year. The result has been a teacher based blog
with a whole range of purposeful activities for each level that are being
currently used by teachers in their classrooms to improve student’s
comprehension.

This semester is a Maths focus on teaching ‘decimals and fractions’. This
series of professional development is led by Ms Koehler with the aim of
improving all teachers’ knowledge and further build a structure that ensures
student’s learning is scaffolding. This approach has proved to be very
effective, as evidenced by the success with THRASS.

Other professional development that individuals or small groups of teachers
are involved in this term is ICT, Merit and Equity Training, Numeracy,
Challenging Behaviours and English as a Second Language strategies.

Ms Cook and Ms Madden are also involved in a year long program called
Leaders In The Making. This program is a series of sessions including a
group project focus with a group of future leaders from across our network.

Mr Kayler Thomas and Mr Thomas will also travel to New Zealand in
October to present at and attend the DULearn (computer) conference in
Christchurch.

The aim of all this professional learning is to continually improve our
practice and ultimately improve learning outcomes for our students!
