Opinion Surveys

Each year we complete a range of opinion surveys with students, staff and
parents alongside student learning data, to monitor our school performance.
Our Students’ Attitudes To Schools Survey was completed by Year 5 and 6
students. Our results again showed sustained improvement with students.
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These results have showed continual improvement in learning and

engagement of students and is a credit to the hard work our teachers and
students do in the Senior Learning Unit. The improved results regarding
connectedness to peers, classroom behaviour and student safety is accredited
to the ‘learning unit’. Our data is telling us that when students interact with
the whole community of learners, rather than a single grade, they build
relationships with all their peers, resulting in far less likelihood of feeling
bullied or bullying a peer. Our students believe they behave better and feel
safer than 75% of other students across the state. As a whole, this is very
true! Our data also told us that our Year 6 students feel even more engaged
this year than in Year 5 last year, which is against the usual trend in schools.
Research tells us that the more engaged students are, the more they learn.
This trend is also evident in our student learning data and confirms the
positive impact the SLU is having on student learning.
