Parents of students in Year 5 2009 will pay $52 in 2009 and $52 in 2010. Those students transitioning to secondary
college with the netbooks will pay a further $52 in Term 4 2010

Netbooks will be distributed to parents under a lease arrangement. The first two parent payments of $52 are for use of
the netbook; the final $52 payment is an option-to-buy payment

Parents must be given the option to purchase the netbook at the end of the lease.
